This adjustable lumbar has a range of 4”, 
capable of supporting a wide range  
of heights.  

+	� A highly ergonomic version features an 
integrated Italian–grade weight–activated 
mechanism, including height adjustability, 
tilt lock and an integrated seat slider. 
Adjustments are cable–activated for an  
easy and smooth experience, while the 
hidden cables lend to a cleaner aesthetic.    

+	� Highly ergonomic arms allow for 60 
degree rotational movement around the 
user, while also including 3.75” of height 
adjustability and 245–degree pivoting 
arm caps, culminating into one of our most 
ergonomic arms to date. 

+	� Optional 2–directional arms available 
with height adjustability of 4” and width 
adjustability of 1.5” on each side.

+	� An optional headrest boasts both pivoting 
movement and 2.5” height adjustability for 
optimal comfort and support.
